Padalka M. MEDIATION IN INTERNATIONAL LAW AND PROSPECTS OF IMPLEMENTATION IN
UKRAINE

This article discusses the issue of mediation in international law. The author focuses on the advantages of this institute.
The concept of "mediation™ is defined, its types are distinguished.

Particular attention is paid to the disclosure of the issue of mediation in international legislation and international law
enforcement practice.

The author suggested that mediation should be understood as a method of out-of-court settlement of a dispute arising
between the parties to the conflict, using all possible legal tools in order to find a compromise between its parties to resolve the
subject of the international dispute.

The types of mediation include: by nature - authoritative (imperative) and consultative (contractual); depending on the
scale: domestic and international; depending on the parties to the dispute: non-resident entities, legal entities, states; depending
on the status of the mediator: natural person, political figure, state; depending on the number of mediators in resolving an
international dispute: individual and collective.

Mediation as an institutional concept consists of four main segments: the mediator, the parties to the international
conflict, the subject of the international dispute, and the results, that is, the legal registration of agreements in the form of a peace
treaty between the parties to the international conflict.

The mediation process usually takes place in three phases. At the introductory stage, the mediator and the parties
establish the ground rules of the process, and the parties present their demands and points of view. In the second stage, the
mediator and the involved parties discuss the problem in depth and try to find a solution. Then there is a third final stage where
the parties decide on a resolution, agree to it, and draft a resolution outlining the outcome of the mediation.

Mediation can help resolve disputes and reduce aggression and hostility between the parties involved. Mediators can
play an invaluable role if the parties wish to reach a negotiated settlement. Mediation is a flexible and consensual technique in
which a neutral mechanism helps the parties reach a negotiated settlement of the dispute. The parties control the decision on the
settlement of the dispute and the conditions for concluding a peace agreement.
