Buravlyov S. ADMINISTRATIVE AND LEGAL BASIS ACTIVITIES COMMERCIAL COURT OF IRELAND

The article is devoted to identifying and describing the essence of administrative and legal bases of the Commercial Court of
Ireland. The topics presented for analysis are new to legal science. There are no previously reported scientific results on
administrative and legal bases of the Commercial Court of Ireland.

The study aims to examine the positive experience of organizing and implementing the activities of the Irish judicial
institution of economic jurisdiction, as this country is a shining example of a European country where specialized commercial courts
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operate effectively.

The preconditions, jurisdiction and features of the Commercial Court of Ireland are clarified, as well as the normative
principles of its proper activity are described. It is noted that the country's legislation in the study area, although represented by
numerous acts, but they detail the provisions of the Basic Law of the country.

It was found that the judges of Ireland are characterized by the so-called "extrajudicial activities" — actions that complement
the daily tasks of reviewing cases, studying and making court decisions. Some of these out-of-court tasks are closely related to the
administration of justice, while others are less related to (for example, membership in associations, free legal advice, etc.). The state
takes care of the image of the judiciary, so limits such activities to financial aspects and by establishing rules of judicial conduct,
which include: independence, impartiality and equality, correctness, competence and diligence, and so on.

Based on the analysis, it is concluded that the administrative and legal framework of the Commercial Court of Ireland is
characterized by legislative details of the description of its status as a public authority, constitutionally guaranteed judicial
independence and impartiality in commercial proceedings in a specialized procedure, which significantly saves resources of justice,
as well as regulating the judge's conduct and his extrajudicial professional activities.
